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So long as the pre-history of the book culture has just been started the author recognizes that various
problems are not considered equally thoroughly. In some chapters of the monograph they are just emphasized.
The special approach created by V. Y. Propp gives opportunities to continue such a surveying more effective-
ly under the circumstances of imperfection. This researcher has started to create the theory of the tale under
similar situation of origin sources incompleteness. V. Y. Propp says that “...I consider as the starting point of
investigation that it is possible to begin the investigation of the problem even if there is incompleteness of the
origin sources. This is my precondition of this research. | support this viewpoint not due to sad necessity, but
due its principle possibility, and the majority of my colleagues do not share my opinion. The observation of
facts repetition and conformity to folklore data are just the reasons to share this viewpoint. We observe the
repetition elements of fairy tales, it is not essential for us how many variants and elements of folk tales have
been taken into account and registered before 200, or 300, or 5000. The same could be told about rites, myths
and so on”***’. More over he has been sure that the risk of mistakes, unfortunate misunderstanding, and inac-
curacy is less dangerous than methodologically wrong basic notion issued from possessing of particular da-
ta'®. V. Y. Propp asserts that first of all the objective of investigation must be identified correctly; therefore
the correct method of investigation then should lead down to the correct results.

O. M. Freidenberge declares just the same idea: “...the researcher does not have to register all the
data gathered concerning the problem under investigation. There are various objectives both in science and
in art. Sometimes the single fact is of great importance for the folklore investigation though the common
historian has little interest in this fact. | consider the separate facts on purpose so that to make my investiga-
tion more effective. However was this list of folklore facts incomplete but with the help of it we could re-
veal anti-real world, created by the primeval consciousness; the world of the nature and its inhabitants. This
list also helped to display the strange content of myths-making images which differs greatly from that of
ours, our words and notions”**°,

Nevertheless, | present my apologies to the readers of my monograph for possible mistakes and
I hope that the gaps in the knowledge of this aspect of book culture history would be filled obligatory.

The sources of information during this study have been:

— the texts of myths or their description in the scientific literature — mostly in dictionaries, ency-
clopedias that present the quintessence of scientific achievements;

— the oral creative works, recorded by the researchers, collectors of folklore in the form approxi-
mate to the real original form. Orthography and style of conveyance are presented in the form which they
possess in the corresponding source of information;

— canonical text of the Bible, printed according to the blessing of Patriarch of Moscow and All
Russia*?®;

— the most accurate translation of the Koran fulfilled by the academician 1. J. Krachkowsky™="";
— apocryphal works;

— hagiographical literature.

The author recognizes that every source of information used in the present book has been described
in the first approximation, and the chapters of the book are represented disproportionately. The results of
folklore study occupy the largest part of the monograph, the mythological views — the smallest one. The

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Preface

A great number of studies have been developed on the problems of methodology, theory and histo-
ry of book culture up to the moment, yet few have attempted to evaluate the problems of pre-written period
of history. Usually the definition of book (written) culture is connected with ancient written texts which
could serve as the object of book analysis. The scientists often consider the ABC starting point since the
year of the first written source remained. But there is a huge stratum of elder evidences which permit to
assert that literacy had been long before the acknowledged moment of the first written source appearance.

These evidences could be got with the help of mythological views of various nations analysis, out
of the principal religions, out of the folklore of the most civilized nations. Some of these evidences of book
culture origins have been investigated lately decades***°.

Very few studies have been carried out on this subject, therefore one could find too little infor-
mation in book-knowledge, book history and documentology monographs.

I. E. Barenbown and 1. A. Shomrakova describe some mythological views in their study™%. The
books “Information activity evolution. Unwritten society” (2007) and “Information activity evolution. Handwrit-
ten information” (2009) by B. A. Semenovker are very interesting and useful from the holistic point of view. The
author of these books analyses myths, legends, rituals, sacral poetry considering them as the kinds of infor-
mation***. Analysing this subject B. A. Semenovker uses the methodology of V. A. Istrin, grounded to the theo-
ries of M. Montaigne and F. Bacon*?, i. e. he uses rational approaches for his history analysis. In other words,
the mythological, legendary, religious and folklore views on written language origins are out of study. Folklore
is not considered by researchers in this approach.

The author of the monograph has analyzed the religious views upon the book and the document as
a whole, the theme of the library in the Bible in the series of his articles***®. All the results of these studies
are included in the monograph with all edition remarks needed. Apart from mentioned there is a well
known article “The Bible and the archives” by E. V. Starostin, but the archive approach is under issue to be
the subject of the study™**. E. V. Zavadskaya studied the particular case — the image of book in Apocalypse
and in the works of art'%.

Usually the subject area connected with the book, reading, literacy in the mythological views of our an-
cestors does not attract the attention of researchers of the problem of myth and literature interaction. For example
the fundamental investigation “Myth and ancient literature” by O. M. Freidenberg*'*® and the common investi-
gations of oriental folklore and mythology could be considered.
